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The Bible teaches that there is one body (Eph. 4:4) , and since the body is the 
Church (Col. 1:18, Eph. 1:-22-23), there is but one Church.  Jesus built this 
Church ((Matt. 16:18) and purchased it with His own blood (Acts 20:28).  
We believe that one must be in the Lord’s Church to be saved, since the Lord 
adds to the Church those that are saved (Acts 2:47), and since the Bible de-
clares Christ to be the Savior of the body, or Church (Ephesians 5:23).

And the sheep know his person. Knowing Christ intimately is what following him as his sheep 
is all about.  Those who are joined with Christ are one spirit with him (1 Cor. 6:17).  We know 
that we are of Christ and that he is the one who knows us best because we walk with him 
faithfully until the end.
