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KING JEHORAM 
Chad Dollahite (Childersburg, AL) 

 

II Chronicles 21 records the reign of King Jehoram over the southern kingdom of 
Judah.  Jehoram was the son of King Jehoshaphat who, though he was an overall 
good king, made some rather foolish decisions.  Jehoshaphat made alliances with 
wicked King Ahab of the northern kingdom of Israel (II Chr. 18—he was strongly 
rebuked for this sin, 19:2) and also wicked King Ahaziah of the north (II Chr. 
20:35—he was rebuked for this sin also, v. 37).  Yet, all in all, inspiration tells us 
that Jehoshaphat was a good king, stating that he “walked in the way of Asa his 
father, and departed not from it, doing that which was right in the sight of the 
LORD” (II Chr. 20:32).  Jehoshaphat, in the early part of his reign, even sent 
teachers throughout the land of Judah to teach the law of God to the people (II 
Chr. 17:7-9), and he was blessed by God for doing so (vv. 10-13).  However, of all 
his seven sons who could have assumed the throne, perhaps the worst of them 
all did so—Jehoram.  Jehoram was, like a few other sons of righteous kings in 
Judah, nothing like his father.  Notice just a few of his infamous acts: 
 

Jehoram first killed his brethren.  This 
appears to be one of his very first acts as king 
over Judah.  “Now when Jehoram was risen up to 
the kingdom of his father, he strengthened 
himself, and slew all his brethren with the sword, 
and divers also of the princes of Israel” (II Chr. 
21:4).  Not only did Jehoram kill his brethren; he 
also killed others of the “princes of Israel,” 
apparently just to make sure he eliminated 
anyone he viewed as a possible threat to the 
throne.  This was, quite obviously, in stark 
contrast to the sixth commandment, “Thou shalt 
not kill” (Exo. 20:13).  One of the first things we 
learn about King Jehoram is that he was a 
murderer. 
 

Jehoram married an idol -worshiper.   Jehoram took as his wife the son of King 
Ahab of the northern kingdom of Israel.  This was the same Ahab who had 
Jezebel as his wife.  Jehoram would not have had to be too highly educated to 
know that a lady brought up in the house of two people as wicked as Ahab and 
Jezebel would not be the best choice for a mate.  The Bible says of Jehoram and 
his ill-chosen mate that “he walked in the way of the kings of Israel, like as did the 
house of Ahab: for he had the daughter of Ahab to wife: and he wrought that which 
was evil in the eyes of the LORD” (II Chr. 21:6).  Of all the righteous women he 
could have chosen for a wife, Jehoram instead chose the daughter of the 
notorious Ahab and Jezebel.

Jehoram died an extremely painful death, and no one even cared.   All men die 
(Heb. 9:27), and some righteous men die painful deaths, but Jehoram’s agonizing 
death was directly because of his sin.  The Bible tells us that “the LORD smote him in 
his bowels with an incurable disease” (II Chr. 21:18), and “it came to pass, that in 
process of time, after the end of two years, his bowels fell out by reason of his sickness: 
so he died of sore diseases” (v. 19).  The New King James Version translates that last 
phrase, “so he died in severe pain.”  Jehoram had to learn the hard way that “the way 
of transgressors is hard” (Pro. 13:15).  Not only that, but as a final testimony to this 
man’s life, the Bible records of his death, “And his people made no burning for him, 
like the burning of his fathers” (v. 19b), and also that he “departed without being 
desired” (v. 20—the NKJV translates this phrase, “ÔÏ ÎÏ ÏÎÅȭÓ ÓÏÒÒÏ×ȟ ÄÅÐÁÒÔÅÄ”).  No 
one mourned the loss of this wicked, sinful man. 
 
Concluding our thoughts on this sinful king, some lessons ought to be learned from 
his life.  First, one will reap what he has sown (II Chr. 21:12-15; cf. Gal. 6:7).  Second, 
one should use great caution in selecting a mate, for, as Paul wrote, “What fellowship 
hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with 
darkness? And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that 
believeth with an infidel? And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for 
ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in 
them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.” (II Cor. 6:14-16).  Third, 
God is faithful—in spite of Jehoram’s wickedness, we are told, “Howbeit the LORD 
would not destroy the house of David, because of the covenant that he had made with 
David, and as he promised to give a light to him and to his sons for ever” (II Chr. 21:7).  
God had a promise to keep, and He was not about to let a sinful human stand in the 
way of that.  Jehoram still was punished for his sins, but God did so without 
breaking His promise to David.  God is faithful!  Finally, a lesson we can learn from 
Jehoram is to live our lives in such a way that others will be sad when we are gone.  
We know the Bible teaches, “Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord” (Rev. 14:13), 
but if we live lives that are righteous, there will be sadness at our passing due to the 
absence of our joyfulness, influence for good, etc. 
 
There are both righteous and evil people aplenty throughout the pages of the Bible, 
and we can learn from both kinds.  Let us imitate the righteous of the Bible, and let 
us give diligence to avoid imitating the foolish, sinful men and women of the Bible.  
Truly, “whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that 
we through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope” (Rom. 15:4). 

 
 

PREMILLENNIALISM VS. THE BIBLE: 
THE THRONE OF DAVID

Premillennial View:  
Premillennialists believe that Christ will sit on the throne of David when he comes 
to establish his kingdom on the earth.  In the city of Jerusalem, he will sit upon the 
throne of David in the new temple.  There, he will reign over an earthly kingdom of 
peace and tranquility for 1,000 years. 

 
Bibl ical View:  

What many fail to understand is that Christ came to establish his kingdom (Luke 
1:31-33), and he was successful in doing such (Matt. 16:16-17).  Christ’s kingdom 
was not going to be of military and political power like many have falsely imagined.  
After He completed His redemptive work, He was resurrected to sit upon the throne 
of David (Acts 2:29-32).  He is now reigning upon his throne over his kingdom (Dan. 
7:13-14; Acts 1:9-11), for He has sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high
